This is a great bird guide for the new birder or the casual observer. Unlike many other identification

guides, which rely on your previous knowledge of bird species, this bird starts the identification

process the way "normal" people do: By color. "Oh I saw this cool green bird!" your friend might say

to you, well, turn to the green bird section and start flipping through. Another thing that I like about

this field guide are the photographs. They show the male and female of the birds, but not always



what it looks like in flight, which is a definite drawback. What makes this book great for the beginner

also makes it less useful for a more avid birder. There is less information, and generally birds are

photographed in stationary positions i.e. not flying.
