UsersA¢A A™ Clinic. They offer more technical tips, tricks, and shortcuts. When you write a book
like this, you do a lot of soul searching about how much stuff to cover. Of course, a thinner book, or

at least a thinner-looking one, is always preferable; plenty of readers are intimidated by a book that



dwarfs the Tokyo White Pages. On the other hand, Apple keeps adding features and rarely takes
them away. So this book isnA¢A A™t getting any skinnier. Even so, some chapters come with free
downloadable appendixesA¢A A”’PDF documents, available on this bookA¢A A™s &#039;Missing
CD&#039; webpage A¢A A’that go into further detail on some of the tweakiest features.

MacOS Sierra: The Missing Manual is divided into six parts. Part One: The macOS Desktop
covers everything you see on the screen when you turn on a Mac: folders, windows, icons, the
Dock, the Sidebar, Spotlight, Dashboard, Spaces, Mission Control, Launchpad, Time Machine,
menus, scroll bars, the Trash, aliases, the a menu, and so on. Part Two: Programs in macOS is
dedicated to the proposition that an operating system is little more than a launchpad for
programsAcpA A’the actual applications you use: email programs, web browsers, word processors,
graphics suites, and so on. These chapters describe how to work with applicationsA¢A A”how to
open them, switch among them, swap data between them, and use them to create and open files.
And thereA¢A A™s also, of course, a new chapter all about Siri. Part Three: The Components of
macOS is an item-by-item discussion of the software nuggets that make up this operating
