i'm a newcomer to the romance genre, but at the recommendation of a friend i have been tearing
through the lisa kleypas catalogue. i was completely smitten by the wallflowers and i utterly fell in
love with the hathaways (especially ameila and "mine until midnight") but this book left me feeling
uncomfortable, ambivalent, and unhappy - none of the things i had been looking for by exploring
romance novels.it's not that the writing is bad, or the characters or bad, or even the scenario - it was
all what i expect and love from lisa kleypas and poppy hathaway is just as determined as her sisters

to find the path that is right for her no matter what. i appreciated her attitude toward her villainous



hero, harry, and was absolutely prepared to root for them until we got to the first post-nuptial scene
following a bit of an altercation at their wedding.i am sorry, but i had a challenging time moving
beyond an unpleasant and visceral reaction (mine and poppy’s) to what i could only read as a
non-consensual act. even though poppy does, in fact, consent, the way that it was written just gave
me the shivers. i wanted to put it down but knew that if i did, i wouldn’t come back - and lisa kleypas
has earned enough trust from me from her other series that i didn’t want to do it. so i finished the
book and was mostly rewarded by another unconventionally conventional happy ending for another
excellent hathaway sister.other readers may have completely different reactions to this, so YMMV.
maybe i am too sensitive or not familiar/comfortable enough with the tropes of the genre but i hope

never to encounter another "love" scene like this one in a lisa kleypas book.

While Harry learns to navigate PoppyA¢A A™s strong will and her zany, protective
family, Poppy learns to see beneath the many masks he wears.PROS:Harry is probably my favorite
thing about this book. Not only does he fall into the category of heartless, careless,
need-to-be-reformed heroes that | love, but heA¢A A™s also subtly developed. Early in the story,
there are plenty of moments where heA¢A A™s being an outright villain, and then thereA¢A A™s
just a hint of proper feeling in him. Poppy is also a delightful character; sheA¢A A™s sweet, loving,
reasonable, and patient without being weak. She pairs perfectly with Harry because sheA¢A A™s
so willing to love and to teach him to love, and she has the will to show him he canA¢A A™t just
have his way all the time.The progression of sex in their relationship is also written well to reflect
where theyA¢A A™re at emotionally, particularly in terms of trust. And even when the scene ends in
frustration, thereA¢A A™s no lack of sexiness. At the same time, there were moments where the
question of consent made me a little uncomfortable, but it makes sense for the characters and time

period.The supporting cast is also top-notch. The hotel staff are a lot of fun, with plenty of hilarious



observations about Harry and his marriage. PoppyA¢A A™s family are even better (as one might
expect since theyA¢A A™re the main characters of the seriesA¢A A™ other books).

PoppyA¢A A™s brother, Leo, is particularly hilarious (and lovable) in this book, which made me
